ROLE OF THE SPECIAL EDUCATIONAL NEEDS (SEN) GOVERNOR
The SEN Governor plays an important role in ensuring that SEN stays on the governing body agenda, and provides a link between the governing body and the school with regards to SEN.

There are certain core responsibilities within the role of the SEN Governor:

· To keep up-to-date with current SEN developments;

· To meet at least once a term with the SENCO and to liaise with the SENCO about the school’s current policy and practice in SEN;
· To be aware of the progress SEN pupils are making;

· To try to attend training sessions both in-house in the school and external;

· To make reports to the full governing body regarding SEN;

· To monitor the deployment of resources allocated to SEN by discussions and visits to the school ;
· To monitor the effectiveness of communication with parents and to be aware of parental views and concerns about SEN issues;

· To know of changes to the Code of Practice and its impact on the school.
